It should help you when you are
asked to find something on a map, such as a town, or even an individual
building.

The grid lines on an Ordnance Survey map are called eastings (along the
corridor) and northings (up the stairs).

In your head, you should be able to divide
all sides of the square into ten equal 175,512 .
sections. By doing this, you can pinpoint g |
locations within the square — these are
called six-figure grid references.
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
