      This week we will:
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read a variety of books to children, such as the ebook – Treasure in the Garden  
· act out parts of the story, such as being a pirate, sea creature etc.
· sequence the story; talking about the beginning, middle and end
· continue to learn about letters and sounds: blending and segmenting sounds to read and write, using phases 1, 2 and 3 activities
· continue to practise handwriting skills; writing words, captions or sentences
· continue to develop counting skills, comparing quantities, adding groups and other problem-solving activities 
· record mathematical problems using numbers and symbols
· learn about patterns
· learn about 2D shapes and use them to create pictures

· learn about how to look after bodies, such as self-care: hygiene and social distancing
· develop fine motor skills, using pencil control sheets to support writing


	Please could you:
Read and share storybooks with your child.
Practise reading letters, words and sentences

Practice  mark making and handwriting skills – such as using paints, crayons, pencils
Use objects and toys at home to count and solve number problems 

Look at and talk about at shapes at home
