School 6rid (Food Ordering):

If you are having trouble accessing school grid to pre-order your child(ren)'s school meal please get
in fouch with Mrs Frost. Apart from Nursey and Reception it is the parent/carer’s responsibility to
pre-order school lunches, if they are not pre-ordered Citywide default your child's meal to a
sandwich.

Milk:

If your child is eligible for free school meals, they automatically receive a bottle of milk each day.
We seem to have an awful lot of milk being left at the end of each day, so if you know that your child
does not like milk please speak to Mrs Frost and their milk can be cancelled.

Parent Pay:
Any items that need paying for should be paid via Parent Pay; we are hoping next term to be

completely cash free in school. We have over 120 parents who have as yet not completed
registration on Parent Pay, please do this as soon as possible. Again if you have any problems speak
to Mrs Frost.

Toast:
Please pay for each half term’s toast prior to the start of the new half term.
